With a recording (your own or a commercial one) and the
score:

Memorising
You must be able to play the piece aror free and easily
every time before you try and memoriseit.

Recrd the pieee ad \visuaise your finger
movements (without the guitar) - first the left hand,
then theright hand.

Put the music in line with head o the guitar so that
you can seethe music and yaur fingers a the same
time

Chunk the piecedown into very short phrases, even
one bar at atime.

Sing/hea the chunk (Most people will find it helpful
tolook to the left asthey recl the sound)

Visualise the music - visualise your fingers (Most
people will find it helpful to look up left as they
visuali se)

Play the phrase

If it is wrong redo without the music. You lean
more from your mistakes than your successes

Chedk against the music for your visualisation
Pay it correaly and repeat the procedure
Add aphrase until the whole thingis memorised

Listen only looking right. Recal the sound lodking
left. Access the fed of the music looking down
right.

Listen again following the score ad look up left
frequently

Listen again without the score looking up right to
visuali se the score

Switch between up left to recll sight of the score
and to theleft to recall the sound.
