As far as lighter pieces are oncened | fed that we have
included lighter pieces sich as ‘Kalimba and ‘Palladio’
wherever appropriate. However, pieces like these ae few
and far between. If you know of any good pieces please let
the committeeknow about them. We ae dways on the look
out for new pieces. We aso try to find pieces with
interesting perts for all concerned. Quite often pieces are
written with part one having all the interesting notes and
everyone dse going plonk, plonk, plonk. Everything is run
before our musicd diredor, who has the fina say and we
must resped his judgement.

More Variety

It was suggested that we include more variety into ou
concerts. A broader spedarum of guitars and contrasting
instruments. This is fine in theory but | would not like to
compromise a higher standard for the sake of trying to be a
bit trendy. We did include flutes quite recently.

In the past we used to have freefor al concerts, which were
fine at the time but we have moved on from those days.
Over the years at summer schods, | have sat through (and
been part of) many a boaring and even embarrassng (far too
long) amateur concert. | would not want us to fall into that

category, after al people ae paying good money to come
and seeus.

| fed very proud of what we have produced and achieved in
recet years. Also it has been commented by members of
our audiencethat the standard of our concertsis much higher
than it used to be.

How dowe encourage younger peopleto join us?

It was pointed out that most of us are 50 plus. This is a
problem shared by al guitar societies and not just us.

| do not fed it is our repertoire that puts off younger people
from joining our society, it is lifestyle. They do join us from
time to time but as dready suggested a the AGM, they then
get busy, firstly with universty and then caees and
families. They do eventually come back to us at a later date,
usually by then they arein the 40+ age group. This view was
echoed by Peter Nuttall at the recet FGS conference
According to Peter we just have to accept that thisis the way
things are and get on and enjoy ourselves!

It was suggested that we try to cater for jazz guitarists. |
appredate that in the past we used to have afew jaz and
folk guitarists as members but that was before we introduced
our orchestra. For some of us (myself included) the orchestra
isthe main attraction.

Most, if not all of us cannot play jazZ? We ae a Classcal
Guitar Society. Jazz musicians do not want to join us. One
or two have tried it but have not come back. Is it really
worth the dfort of trying to run two clubs conseautively.
