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First Contact

Word was circulated throughout Dorset that there was to be a
meding in Dorchester to find out if there was enough interest
in the wunty from guitar and lute players to hold regular
medings to play and exchange views. | was told about the
idea by Chris Daly, aguitar teacher in Parkstone.

The meding was to be held at the Dorchester Community
Arts Centre. | think it was late September but | am not
absolutely sure of the year. | definitely recll it was a Sunday
afternoon and it was a beautiful sunny day with a dazzling
blue sky and an autumn nip in the ar. My father had died
early in 1983 (which makes me think this was the year) so |
suggested my mother came to Dorchester with me and after
the meding, which would only take an hour, we could have a
cream tea

When | arrived at the meding | was very surprised to see a
crowded room, as | did not know there were so many players
inthe aea.

The two people dairing this meding were Paul Wright and
Paul Rance They had bah taken part in alocal artsand craft
show where Paul Wright was involved
with a guitar competition and Paul
Rance was there as a lute maker.
Afterwards they got chatting in alocal
pub. They had the idea of trying to
form a dub for guitar and lute players.

There was obvioudy enough interest
in thisidea ad it was agreed to set up
a group and arrange future medings.
At this time there were people from
such places as Dorchester, Bridport,
Portland, Swanage, Weymouth,
Blandford and Pode so Dorchester
was chosen as the most central place
to hold the medings. Sunday was
chosen as the day to med as guitar
teachers would be freeand people had
thetimeto travel.

To close the meding Paul Rance sang and accompanied
himsdf on his lute. | remember being most surprised and
impressed with his performance

The meding lasted longer than expeded. By the time |
returned to my car the sun had gone down, it was getting dark
and cold. My Mother had spent al afternoon in the ca
reading until the light had faded. As we returned home
immediately, my Mother never did get her cream tea

He
started with the person on hisright. | found the experience
extremdly interesting and was tremendoudy impressed with
the solos. As the afternoon progressed | redlised | had made
an error of judgement to call myself an intermediate player.
The more | heard the more | knew | could not play when it
came to my turn. | was stting next to Joan Lucas on Chris's
left and when it came to my turn, to my great relief, Chris
announced it was time for tea.... phew. | have aways
wondered if it was the look of horror on my face when it
came to my turn that prompted the tea announcement.

Seoond & Third Meding

Once bitten they say.... consequently my choice of rooms on

my second visit in November was not the intermediate group
room. In the adjoining room people
seemed to be choosing suitable music
from a large pile placed in the ceatre
of the room. Joan and | found an
ensemble pile and chose a trio that
looked guite interesting. After some
time of playing a young chap walked
pased muttering, ‘Does anyone want
another player to make up the
numbers? We invited him to play the
third part with us. Before we had
hardly started paying together we
were stopped for the tea break.
