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IGF  has announced that the Guitar Orchestra Competition of 
Great Britain (last run by IGF in 2003) is returning in 
November. The primary focus of the day will of course be 
on the competition itself – when months of hard work come 
together in a performance to a jury. The event is also a 
valuable time for networking with like-minded individuals 
and learning from each other’s performances 

There will be two categories in the competition 

1. Junior (up to 18 years) £12 per orchestra member to 
enter (includes buffet) 

2. Adult (18 years and over) £15 per orchestra member 
to enter (includes buffet) 

The categories may alter slightly depending on demand. 

Each orchestra should perform for up to 15 minutes 
maximum.  

The winning orchestra of each category will be announced at 
the end of each session, after the jury has had time to 
consider their verdict.  

The winning orchestra will then return to perform for a 
further 10 minutes after their category is completed. 

Prizes are awarded within each category. 

The orchestras awarded first place (in both the Adult and 
Junior category) will be presented with an Admira classical 
guitar, a small trophy, and BGS CDs for each member.  

The Orchestra chosen overall for ‘The best performance of a 
modern contemporary piece’ will receive a New Music BGS 
CD for each member. Certificates will be awarded also to 
those orchestras placed within the first three positions in each 
category.

Food for thought. Do we want to take part in this 
competition? Obviously if there is not enough 
interest then we can’t go ahead, and realistically if 
not enough experienced players are available then 
it would also have to be a no go.  

We will be having an open discussion on Sunday, 
so have a little think about it in between now and 
then. 
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A week away in Guernsey, a 
complete change I thought -  no 
computers and emails, no telephone 
calls, no television and no guitars, 
although it was quite difficult for 
me to leave mine behind. 

I managed most of the above, but 
when I discovered  that there was a  
guitar concert on at St James given 
by Ray Burley and John Byrne I 
had to break my rule. Well, I 
couldn’t not go, could I! 

Of course, if I had looked at the 
concert dairy page in the Classical 

Guitar Magazine before I went, then  I would have known 
that it was on, but as it happens I only stumbled across it by 
chance when looking up restaurants in the local paper. 

St James Concert Hall was originally a church and was 
restored several years ago by a group of dedicated people 
who formed the Friends of St James Association. It has 
excellent acoustics and is light and airy and offers none of the 
gloom and doom of a church. The Dorey Centre, which is 
attached to the concert hall, now houses the island's 
Millennium Tapestry.  

The concert programme consisted of early and nineteenth 
century works. They started with two short pieces ‘My Lord 
Willoughby, His Welcome Home’ by John Dowland and  ‘La 
Rossignol’ (Anon), which means The Nightingale. The piece 
imitates the bird calls - Ray told the audience that he didn’t 

know if it was a true representation as he has no idea what a 
nightingale sounds like. Come to think of it I’m not sure that 
I do either. This is a lovely duet, and one which you should 
all try as it is not too difficult. However, they did add one or 
two extra embellishments.  

They played many other well known pieces including ‘Opus 
34, Largo and Rondo’ by Carulli, ‘Sonata in D’ by Scheidler 
and  ‘L’encouragement opus 34’ by Sor. Well known to 
guitarists that is; somebody sitting behind us commented that 
they had never been to a guitar concert - hope they enjoyed it. 

Looking relaxed and confident Ray Burley played with his 
usual bright and crystal clear tone that one has come to 
expect.  John Byrne’s much warmer tone complimented this 
perfectly. Apparently this was the first time that the duo have 
played together - well presumably they did practice together 
first! Everything was beautifully played and the concert was 
an enjoyable and unexpected addition to my holiday. 

Ray Burley is no stranger 
to many society members. 
He runs regular Urchfont 
weekends which many of 
us have attended. 

John Byrne graduated 
from the Royal Northern 
College of Music in 1992 
and has taught there and at 
Chethams School of Music 
until 1995.
