�  ell done everyone! Our concert 
was very well received by the 

audience and was yet another success. I 
think when we first started on the pieces  
that we thought that maybe we had taken on 
more than we could handle, but due to 
everyone's hard work we did rise to the 
challenge and put on a good show!  I would 
just like to quote a paragraph from a letter 
that I received the other day. 

“I was pleased to note that the Summer 
Concert on Saturday 18 June 2005 was 
performed by an ‘orchestra’ and delighted 
with the ‘musical’ programme. The balance 
between providing enjoyable music and 
displaying technical playing abilities was 
(for this ordinary music lover) excellent. 
Saturday’s concert was a joy and the best 
DGS performance I have had the good 
fortune to see and hear.” 
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Keith’s letter will be pinned on the pin 
board for you to read. It is always valuable 
to get some feedback, as it lets us know 

whether we are on the right track, or not as 
the case may be, with our choice of music. 

It made a change for us to work on a mix of 
small pieces rather than one big work, 
although they were still very challenging. I 
do hope that everyone enjoyed learning and 
playing these pieces. 

The photographs did not turn out very well; 
apologies to Bill and Helen on the end, 
where the sun has completely obliterated 
their faces.  

If anyone wants a copy for the sake of 
nostalgia then please let me know. I will 
bring in the two best ones and  will take 
orders on Sunday. The cost will be between 
50p and  £3 depending on size.  

A few people have suggested that we  
continue working on the concert repertoire 
as it would be rewarding to achieve an even 
higher standard. This could be with the view 
to performing it again in the near future. 
However, no decision has yet been made 
and this will depend on how many want to 
and also if we are able to find a suitable 
venue in a different location. 
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We are going to hold an informal concert at Kinson either late September or early 
October (date to be confirmed). 

The idea is to give everyone the opportunity of playing in public, but in a more 
informal setting than our orchestral concerts. 

This will be held on a Sunday afternoon and hopefully will be  lot of fun for performers and 
audience alike. The audience will be sitting at tables rather than in traditional formal rows 

and will be served tea and cake in the interval.  

Think about whether you would like to play in this concert, I will be collecting 
names at the August meeting. 

It would be good to include duos, trios and small groups, to add a variety of 
playing. There may not be time for you to be in a group and also play a solo. This 
will very much depend on how many people want to play. 
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We have been invited to play for the Kinson Fireside Club on the above date from 2.30 p.m. to 3.30 p.m. 
This will take place in the Main Hall at Kinson Community Centre. This is a half term week. 

If you would like to be included please let me have your name on Sunday. I 
hope as many as possible will be able to play. The music will be chosen 
when we know how many players are taking part. I am told that there 
could be up to 100 in the audience. 

The Fireside Club is a club for the over 55’s who meet every Friday 
afternoon from September to July. They organise a varied programme of 
entertainments, holidays and excursions. 
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The next meeting will take place on Sunday 
17 July at 5.45 p.m. until 9.30 p.m.  

Assume the meeting will be the Main Hall 
unless the caretaker tells you otherwise 

Please bring back any DGS music that you 
may have. We will be having a more relaxed 
meeting and will be sight reading through 
some old stuff for fun.

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The Annual meeting took place this year at Grove Garden 
Chapel, Richmond Hill. Organised and hosted by Martin 
Shaw from Richmond. Six guitar societies attended: Dorset, 
Enfield, Richmond, Surrey, West Sussex and Windsor. 

Areas of discussion were membership, the website, 
promotion, concerts and a joint venture.  

The bulletin board (discussion area) is now in operation but 
still in its infant stage. It was agreed that anyone should be 
able to read what is in the discussion area and any interested 
members of societies should be able to write on the bulletin 
board.  

If you would like to be able to write on the bulletin board 
then all you have to do is register on line. It will then be 
checked that you are indeed a paid up member and then you 
will be notified via email that you have full access to the 
system.   

The problem of attracting audiences to guitar concerts was 
discussed. It is good to know that we are not alone with this 
problem Most societies have to subsidise their concerts or 
apply for funding. Many members of societies enjoy playing 

but do not attend concerts themselves. 

It was agreed that when possible it is a good idea to organise 
concert series, especially with artists visiting from abroad, as 
this should spread their travelling costs over more than one 
concert. It was  suggested that the bulletin board should have 
a specific forum for organising concert series.  

It was felt that we needed a joint venture for the future. Peter 
Towersey from Windsor offered to organise a workshop or 
gathering for members of societies associated to the FGS. 
This could be in the form of an ensemble workshop with 
professional tutor, or an informal get together in which a 
group from each society would play to the other societies. 
This will take place next year. All will be invited, so watch 
out for that one. 

Ray Butcher recommended taking a look at the Sibelius 
website where many pieces of music are freely available. 

We ended the afternoon with a short concert from members 
of the Richmond Guitar Society and then to round off, 
everyone joining in for an impromptu ensemble session.
