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1944 - 2005 

It was with great sadness that I learnt of the death of Paul Wright on Sunday 
29 May from cancer, at the age of 61. As founder member and chairman of 
the Dorset Guitar and Lute Circle (now Dorset Guitar Society) back in 1985, 
Paul was responsible for gathering players and enthusiasts from around 
Dorset and moulding them into a cohesive society which could promote the 
guitar via meetings, workshops & concerts around the region. 

When I joined the DGLC in 1988, I remember how welcoming and 
enthusiastic he was and how he was always supportive of new players. He 
soon lured me onto the committee as membership secretary. However, his 
busy life as a GP meant that he couldn’t always attend meetings, and this 
ultimately forced him to step down as chairman in 1996 when I succeeded 
him. I shall always remember the annual multi-instrumental performances by 
Paul and his family at the Xmas party.  

Paul will be sadly missed; his efforts help create the friendly and thriving 
Society that we have today and for which we owe him a debt of gratitude. 
Our deepest sympathy goes to his wife Jo and the family.

Party at Sarah’s house after 
Stephen’s 5th  Anniversary concert 
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The Stromenti concert series at St. Clements is designed to be 
family friendly, creating an informal atmosphere for people 
to enjoy classical music. This occasion was no exception, 
with the music being introduced with interesting stories and 
explanations. The quartet players are Jack Maguire and Fiona 
McKinley (violins), Gillian Tolliday (viola) and Joseph Koos 
(cello). 

As DGS members we are fortunate to be able to hear Stephen 
play regularly at meetings, and it is therefore all to easy to 
take for granted the fact that he is an excellent guitarist and 
musician.  

I was pleased to see so many familiar faces in the audience, 
which made the evening even more enjoyable.  

The programme opened with the Vivaldi ‘Concerto in D’, 
with  string trio accompaniment, violin, viola and cello.  

This was followed by the slow movement of the Rodrigo 
guitar concerto ‘Aranjuez’, arranged for string quartet. This 
was beautifully played by Stephen and a treat to listen to. The 
cor anglais solo part was also beautifully played by Gillian 
Tolliday on viola. We were told that this concerto was 
originally written for Spanish guitarist Regino Sainz de la 
Maza, in 1939 and first performed in 1940. It is easy to 
understand why it remains the most popular of all guitar 
concertos, and I certainly never get tired of hearing it.  

Four guitar solos followed: The first two by Federico Moreno 
Torroba, ‘Torija’ from Castles of Spain and ‘Madronos’, 
which  means Strawberry trees.  

Next the tremolo piece that every guitarist aspires to, 
‘Recuerdos de la Alhambra’. We were told that, for those 
who have been around a little bit longer, may recognise it as 
the theme tune to ‘Out of Town’. The first half  closed with 
‘Variations of a theme by Mozart’ by Fernando Sor.  

After the interval, Stephen was joined once again by the 
Stromenti for the very beautiful ‘Cavatina’ by Stanley 

Myers. Written for John 
Williams and later made 
famous as the theme tune 
for the film the Deer 
Hunter in 1978.  

The concert ended with 
two Boccherini Quintets. 
The first, a very short and 
wel l  know minuet 
arranged for string quartet 
was played by Stromenti 
and then Stephen joined 
them for Guitar Quintet in 
D, which is in four 
movements. 

Boccherini was inspired to 
write this quintet by the  
events surrounding the 
invasion of Spain by the 
Napoleonic troops, and 
called it ‘Retreat from 
Madrid’. The last movement is meant to depict the French 
troops slowly marching towards the listener and then slowly 
marching away again. 

The guitar we were told, was by invention a folk instrument 
and was not played in the concert halls. According to an 
article read out by Jack Maguire, it was most commonly used 
in brothels and on mountain sides. To include the guitar in a 
chamber music work in the royal household at that time was a 
very unusual idea.  

Jack asked the second violin to demonstrate how it had to be 
played to sound like a military drum.  

A most enjoyable evening and one in which Stephen 
demonstrated perfectly that the guitar most definitely has a 
place in chamber music.
