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This is a special year for 
the Southbourne Literary 
Society, as it is their 
Diamond Jubilee year 
(60 years). 

Our members have 
played for them twice 
before. The first time 
was in September 2001, 
when we were given a 
very interesting talk on 
the life of Fanny Burney 
and again in September 
2003, with a talk about 
the life and works of 
T h e o d o r e  F r a n c i s 
Powys. 

This year we were 
invited once again 
(which is always a good sign!) and nine  
DGS members volunteered to play. 

Unfortunately I was unable to get there in 
time for the talk by David Hilliam on 
Horace Walpole, but I am told it was 
extremely  interesting. 

Horatio Walpole more commonly known as 
Horace Walpole, was the  4th Earl of 
Orford, and was a politician, writer, 
architectural innovator and namesake of his 
cousin Horatio Nelson. He was also the 
youngest son The Right Honourable Robert 
Walpole, who is generally regarded as 
having been the first Prime Minister of 
Great Britain. We were told that Horace 
Walpole is more famous for his letters than 
for his novels. 

The Methodist Church Parlour is a lovely 
little venue and there was a friendly 
atmosphere in the hall. Our members were 

warmly welcomed by 
the SLS President. 

Maurice, Margaret and 
Ann started with four 
short pieces, ‘Allegro’ 
by Corelli, ‘It was a 
lover and his lass’ by 
Morley, ‘Capricho 
Catalan’ by Albéniz and 
‘La Tramontana’ by 
Gammie.

Sor. 

Andy played ‘Prelude’, 
‘Rannoch Moor’ and 
‘Juggling’ by Kenyon 
and ‘Dansa Brasilera’ 

by Morel. 

Bill E, Bill R and Valerie played ‘Bon 
Tabac’ and ‘Country Gardens’ arr. Hasted, 
‘Fresh Air on an E String’ by Hasted, 
‘Companerita’ by Maldonado, ‘Duet from 
the Pearl Fishers’ by Bizet and ‘Tango 
Mango’ by Susser. The last three arranged 
by B. Rhys. 

John told the audience that the guitars being 
played by himself and  Chris were in fact 
both made by Chris. I have to say that they 
did indeed sound wonderful played 
together. They just get better every time 
Chris makes one! 

Thanks to everyone for giving up their time 
and for their excellent playing, it was 
enjoyed enormously by the members of the 
SLS and I have no doubt that we will be 
asked back again in the future.

Aquarelle Concert 
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Well lets just say it wasn’t our best effort to date. The rhythm 
of some of the MAAN pieces caught us out more than once. I 
found that I simply could not count a 4/4 bar followed by a 
3/4 bar without adding in extra beats, which is a little bit 
worrying to say the least. I don’t think I was completely 
alone here, otherwise I might have just kept quiet about it! 
Anyway no doubt we will all be much better this month� but 
do keep up the practise. 

Stephen explained that we are hoping to make a CD of the 
‘Much Ado About Nothing’ music with the intention of 
selling it on Brownsea Island, with some of the profit going 
to the National Tust. He also asked members to think about 
whether they would like to buy a CD  or even better two or 
three. 

Pauline, who is in charge of the costumes from B.O.A.T. 
came to measure those taking part in the production for their 

costumes. I am quite convinced that her tape 
measure does not tell the truth! Mine is 

certainly different, or perhaps I 
pull it just a little bit tighter. We 
have ten players but are only 
allowed eight costumes, so I am 
not sure who will be sharing. 

A very enjoyable concert followed the coffee break, with 
Andy playing ‘Tedesca’ and ‘Nachtune’ Anonymous, and 
‘Dansa Brasilera’ by Jorge Morel.

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If you haven’t heard Russell, Peter and Stephen play then you 
have missed out. If you haven’t tasted Sarah’s delicious 
cooking then you have also missed out. 

A delightful concert took place on 25th February at the 
United Reform Church in Dorchester with Russell Dawson 
(violin), Peter Oakes (piano)  and Stephen Kenyon (guitar).  

With two other concerts in Dorchester on that same evening 
it was wonderful to see such a packed venue. The residents of 
Dorchester obviously love their concerts. 

The programme was exceptionally well thought out with 
something for everyone.  

Russell and Peter started with the ‘Spring’ from Vivaldi’s 
‘Four Seasons’. This awesome piece of music was 
beautifully played and wonderful to hear live on a bitterly 
cold day. It certainly gave us a taste of something good to 
look forward to.  

Next came ‘Sonata in D’ by Reichardt, this time played by 
Russell and Stephen. Although Reichardt is not a well known 
name, we were told that he was in fact a prolific composer. 

Stephen continued with two Sor Studies ‘Andantino’ and 
‘Andante Allegro’. 

Spring was certainly the theme of this concert and the next 
piece from Russell and Peter was also ‘Spring’, this time 
from Beethoven’s ‘Sonata in F’, the first movement. I 
really must look for a CD of this one. 

A perfect close to the first half with Russell and Peter 
playing a collection of tunes from the 1920’s and 1930’s. 
These were excellent arrangements which gave both 
instruments exciting and equally active parts to 
play. Some of the audience just couldn’t stop 
themselves singing along, which was lovely. 

After the interval Russell and Peter played ‘Danza Espanola 
no. 5’ by Granados and ‘Tango’ by Albéniz. Although 
originally written for piano and of course well known pieces 
in the guitar repertoire, it was lovely to hear them played on 
violin and piano.  

Stephen then played another solo ‘Prelude no 1’ by Villa 
Lobos. 

Another Villa Lobos piece followed, ‘Bachianas Brasilieras 
no 5’ played this time by Russell and Stephen. Originally 
written for soprano and eight cellos, I’m not sure how they 
fitted it all on to a violin and guitar but it worked beautifully. 

Russell and Stephen continued with the enchanting ‘Hisoire 
du Tango’ by Piazzolla. The first three movements ‘ Bordel 
1900’,  ‘Café 1930’ and ‘Night-Club 1960’. Although 
originally written for the flute, this works exceptionally well 
on the violin. If fact Stephen told us afterwards that he 
prefers it played on the violin as the instrument is more 
sleazy than the flute! 

I enjoyed this concert even more than the last one that the 
threesome did back in October, they seemed more relaxed 
and comfortable playing with each other and their enjoyment 

showed through and was felt by the audience.  

The evening did not end there, back at Sarah’s 
house a huge feast accompanied by mulled 
wine awaited us.  This was a most welcome 

treat on a cold winter’s night. 

Having got just a bit too cosy in front of Sarah’s 
open fire we quite forgot about the time. After a 

perfect evening, and after dropping Julie and 
Ann home, Nick and I managed to fall into 

bed at 2 am.

Newsletters

Sending an email to many people

The easiest way to do this is to address the email to yourself and list all other addresses in the Bcc space. If the Bcc space is 
not visible then click on View on the menu and select Bcc field option. 

Kinson Association 
I will also be asking you whether you mind your address and telephone numbers being given out to Kinson Community 
Centre. The DGS pays £1 per head annual membership to the Kinson Association.  In previous years they have just asked for 
names of members, but this year they are asking for addresses and phone numbers. I have been assured that these will only 
be used to contact you in an emergency and will not be passed on to other organisations.  
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Bill Eggleston has come up with a proposal for taking our music to a wider public audience by playing in selected 
village halls in the South Dorset area. The idea is for a small group of members to play a series of six concerts over a 
period of about two and a half months to cover all six locations.

The proposal is that the concerts would take place in the 
autumn. The committee has agreed to Bill carrying out a feasibility study to establish the viability of this project

We 
thought we would arrange a sewing day to make lighter work 
of it.
